General Information and Sacraments

Sacramental Preparation
Anyone interested in preparing for the sacraments of Baptism, Reconciliation, Eucharist, or
Confirmation should call the parish office.

Baptism Preparation Parents who wish to have their child baptized should call the parish
office. At least one parent must be an active, participating Catholic who will nurture their

see RCIA)

Reconciliation and Eucharist Children are eligible to receive Reconciliation and
Eucharist in second grade if they have participated in both first and second grade Faith
Formation. Preparation for First Reconciliation must take place before preparing for First
Eucharist. The preparation for both sacraments involves active participation by the child in
Sunday or Wednesday Faith Formation classes. Parents must attend meetings to assist their
children in the home component of the program.

Confirmation: The standard time for Confirmation is in the eighth grade. Participation in
the parish middle school youth ministry progriomboth the seventh and eighth grade-year
is required in order to be confirmed.

Sacraments for older children:

Non-traditional age Catholic children who need to prepare for sacraments are mainstreamed into
the normal parish program for their age and then receive additional instruction from a catechist. To
inquire about becoming one of these catechists, please call the parish office.
